
 

 

 
 

Substitute Teacher and School Bus Reimbursement for  
Student Groups Attending the “Future is Green Conference and Expo” 

 
The California Air Pollution Control Officers Association (CAPCOA) is conducting a conference 
called “The Future is Green – A Conference and Expo on New and Emerging Clean Air 
Technologies and Innovations.”  It will be held at the Long Beach Convention Center, September 
14-16, 2008.  The conference includes an educational field trip opportunity for high school students, 
and CAPCOA wants to encourage high school teachers to bring groups of students to attend the 
conference on either Monday, September 15, or Tuesday, September 16.  The student–related 
conference sessions and tour of the expo will last from 9:30 am to 2:30 pm on each of those dates.   
 
CAPCOA has limited funding available to reimburse schools for a portion of the costs associated 
with 1.) hiring a substitute teacher, and  2.) providing school bus transportation to and from the 
event.  These limited funds will be allocated on a first-come, first-served basis using the following 
criteria: 
 

·  Substitute Teacher -- For each school that sends a teacher with a group of students, 
CAPCOA will reimburse the costs of one substitute teacher up to a maximum amount of 
$175 per day. 

 
·  School Bus --For each school that sends a group of at least 20 students, CAPCOA will 

reimburse the costs of providing school bus transport up to the following maximum amounts 
based on the one-way distance from the school to the Long Beach Convention Center: 

 
·  Schools that are 15 miles or less from the Long Beach Convention Center will be 

reimbursed up to $200 per bus per day. 
·  Schools that are more than 15 miles but less than 30 miles from the Long Beach 

Convention Center will be reimbursed up to $250 per bus per day. 
·  Schools that are more than 30 miles from the Long Beach Convention Center will be 

reimbursed up to $300 per bus per day. 
 
To qualify for reimbursement, teachers must have registered for the conference and received 
confirmation that reimbursement funding is available.  Upon arriving at the conference, teachers will 
be provided with a voucher verifying their attendance.  The school should include the voucher with 
the invoice they send showing the actual costs of the substitute and the school bus.  Mail the invoice 
and voucher to:
